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I would like to present on the evolutionary basis of higher-level social and moral emotions, including the primary social emotions pride/arrogance, guilt/shame, envy/jealousy, and pity/scorn; and the moral emotions triumph, humiliation, admiration v. resentment, sympathy v. contempt, trust, respect, and gratitude.  The groundwork of this was presented in the last part of my 1999 Psych. Review paper on the biological affects.  In my view social and moral emotions are interrelated, emerging as dynamical systems during interaction over the course of development in human beings and other animals.  They are based biologically in attachment and curiosity, involve social comparison, and are differentiated by fundamental situational contingencies involving whether self or other is advantaged.  Raw social emotions underlie dominance-submission relationships, while equalitarian relationships require adherence to social expectations/rules involving fairness and equity.  Makoto Nakamura and I have recently completed studies demonstrating very similar patterns of social emotions in America and Japan.  I can send you a draft if you are interested.  I think similar analyses can be made of animal social behavior, viz demonstrations by de Waal and others.
